MAY 26 Day 1: USA – Italy

It is known as the 
singing stone for its particular travertine marble, in which 
its nave is built. Then a visit to Montalcino and guided tour 
of San Gimignano. A dinner and overnight at the hotel. 

 

JUNE 1 Day 7: Pisa, Lucca, Venice 
Morning departure for Pisa, with a stop to see the famous 
Leaning Tower. Continue on to Lucca, the city of Puccini 
and to this medieval town. Continuing on to Venice for din-
ner and overnight.
